II. METHODOLOGY

On Thursday, April 25, 2019, we (Ryan Kuz, Ontario Certified Arborist 444A-C11285
and Jared Tomlinson, ISA Certified Arborist ® ON-2473A) visited the site with the purpose of
creating an inventory of 1) The notable trees — i.e., generally speaking, trees measuring 20 cm
DBH (Diameter, Breast Height — i.e., 1.4 m above grade) or more — as well as the notable
clusters of trees at 325 University Avenue West; 2) The notable trees and notable clusters of
trees at 315 University Avenue West; 3) The notable trees and notable clusters of trees at 311
University Avenue West; and 4) The notable trees and notable clusters of trees at 387 William
Street.

The inventory includes the following information about each tree, or cluster of trees: 1)
Common Name; 2) Scientific Name; 3) DBH; 4) Tree Condition; and 5 ) Notes, if any.

Tree Condition ratings were arrived at using a standard VTA (Visual Tree Assessment)
methodology, in which root zones, root collars, trunks, and canopies were evaluated for
structural defects, positive indicators of decay, and signs and symptoms of disease.

This inventory should be read alongside the accompanying marked up survey. Individual
trees plotted on the survey are circled. The approximate locations of individual trees not plotted
on the survey are indicated by solid, black circles. The approximate locations of clusters of trees
are indicated by free-hand drawings. Numbers correspond to the numbers on the inventory
below.
