* Where an audit is granted, appoint an auditor and review the audit report
* Where indicated, decide whether legal proceedings shall be commenced

The Joint Municipal Election Compliance Audit Committee will consist of a total of five members
appointed by the Councils of each participating municipality fo represent all lower tier Councils
to conduct audits on an individual basis if required. Committee members must have the ability
to understand and apply the election campaign finance provisions of the Municipal Elections
Act and should be considered impartial with respect to their ability to fulfill their responsibilities.
Preference shall be given to candidates that have applicable experience in accounting, law,
law enforcement, municipal sector and academics from related fields. Remuneration will be a
$400.00 retainer fee (which includes compensation for review of any background materials and
shall receive $75.00/meeting plus mileage).
