BY-LAW RESPECTING THE REMOVAL OF ICE AND SNOW FROM 
00FS AND SIDEWALKS IN THE TOWN OF COBOURG. 

ND WHEREAS Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.C., Chapter 25 as

mended, provides that a municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and 
rivileges of a natural person for the purpose of exercising its authority under 
his or any other Act; 

ND WHEREAS pursuant to Section 10 (2) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 
hapter 25 as amended, a local municipality may pass by-laws respecting 

ihe (6.) the health, safety and well-being of persons and (7.) Protection of 
l ersons and property;

ND WHEREAS pursuant to Section 122 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 
hapter 25 as amended, a local municipality may require the owners and 
ccupants of buildings to remove snow and ice from the roofs of buildings and 
ay regulate when and how the removal shall be undertaken; 

ND WHEREAS pursuant to Section 122 (2) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 
hapter 25 as amended provides for Power of Entry; in that a Local 
unicipality may enter at any reasonable time upon land to remove snow and 
e, a) from roofs of unoccupied buildings; and b) from private sidewalks 
etween a highway, including a highway of an upper tier municipality and the 
rovince of Ontario, and the main entrance of a building; 

ND WHEREAS pursuant to Section 122 (3) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 
hapter 25 as amended provides for Recovery of Costs; under clause (2) (a) 
curred by the municipality from the owners of the buildings by action or by 
dding the costs to the tax roll and collecting them in the same manner as 
xes; 

ND WHEREAS Council has deemed it advisable and in the public interest to 
nact a by-law with regard to the clearance and removal of ice and snow from 
uildings and sidewalks; 
OW THEREFORE the Municipal Council of the Corporation of the Town of 
obourg enacts as follows: 

Definitions 

"Owner" shall mean shall mean the registered owner of land; 

"Occupant" shall mean shall mean every person residing in a dwelling 
who is not an owner and who is at least sixteen years of age; 

"Highway" shall mean a common and public highway, common and 
public walkway, street, road, avenue, parkway, square, place, bridge, 
viaduct, trestle, laneway or any other way open to public use, and 
includes the area between the lateral property thereof; 

"Roof" shall mean the external upper covering of a building; 

"Municipality" shall mean the Corporation of the Town of Cobourg; 

"Notice to Comply" shall mean a document provided to the property 
owner/occupant that gives direction on what actions need to be taken; 



"Sidewalk" shall mean shall mean any municipal walkway or road works 
for the accommodation of pedestrians on that portion of a street between 
the curb line and the street line which is located outside of a roadway, 
primarily intended for the use of pedestrians; 

"Town" shall mean the Corporation of the Town of Cobourg. 

Every owner or occupant of any building, unoccupied building or vacant 
lands within the limits of the Corporation of the Town of Cobourg shall 
clear away and remove all of the snow and ice which constitutes a 
hazard to the public using a highway from the roofs of such buildings 
and shall clear and remove all the snow and ice from the sidewalks on 
the highways in front of, alongside of or at the rear of such buildings. 

The clearance and removal of snow and ice herein shall be carried out 
as often as required, and in any event, not later than midnight on the day 
following any snowfall, fall of hail or freezing rain or after the fall of any 
snow from any building or after the municipality has completed its 
general snow ploughing operations from the highway in front of, 
alongside of or at the rear of such buildings or vacant lands referred to in 
Section 2 of this By-law. 

Sidewalk snow clearing shall be carried out in accordance with Schedule 
"A" as attached hereto which provides for a 'Winter Maintenance Sidewalk 
Snow Clearing Schedule' to recognize a list of municipal sidewalks as 
exceptions to this By-law. 

The Manager of Engineering or designate is hereby appointed as the By-
law Enforcement Officer for enforcing the ice and snow sidewalks 
regulations in accordance with this By-law. 

The Chief Building Official/Property Standards Officer or designate is 
hereby appointed as the By-law Enforcement Officer for enforcing the ice 
and snow on roofs regulations in accordance with this By-law. 

Should an owner or occupant be found in contravention of any of the 
provisions contained in this By-law, the By-law Enforcement Officer 
shall: 
i) 	Deliver a Notice to Comply to the owner and/or occupant advising 

that they are required to clear and remove the snow and ice in the 
area identified by the By-Law Enforcement Officer within (24) 
twenty four hours or, if in the opinion of the By-Law Enforcement 
Officer, such contravention constitutes a public health and safety 
hazard the snow and ice must be cleared immediately by the 
owner and/or occupant. 
If no action is taken within the time frames as outlined in Section 
(7) (i); the Town has the authority to have the identified ice and 
snow cleared and removed by the Municipality or Contractor with 
the cost of removal to be charged back to the owner. 

8 PENALTY 

9 

Any person who contravenes any provisions of this By-law is guilty of an 
offence and upon conviction is liable to a fine as provided for in the 
Provincial Offences Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. P.33, as amended. 

SEVERABILITY 
If any section, clause or provision of this By-law, is for any reason declared 
by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect 
the validity of this By-law as a whole or any part thereof other than the 
section, clause or provision so declared to be invalid and it is hereby 
declared to be the intention of Council that all remaining sections, clauses 
or provisions of this By-law shall remain in full force and effect until 
repealed, notwithstanding that one or more provisions thereof may have 
been declared invalid.
