Landlords:

« Landlords are responsible to ensure working carbon monoxide alarms are
installed and maintained in their rental properties.

« The law requires landlords to test CO alarms in rental units annually and when
the battery is replaced, changes are made to the electric circuit or a change in
tenancy occurs. CO alarms must be tested by pressing the test button.

instructions to tenants.

Take Action:
1. Install and regularly test carbon monoxide and smoke alarms.

« The law requires tenants to notify the landlord if the CO alarm is inoperable.

« Itis against the law for tenants to remove the batteries or tamper with the
alarm in any way.
